31st. A penalty charge of 1.25% will be added as of November 1st.
And consecutively every month following. So be sure to have your
payment in before October 3 1st. If paying through telpay, please
allow 2 to 3 days for the payment to be processed. If the payment is
sent on October 31st, we may not receive it until November 2nd or
3rd.

You may also send a cheque in the mail to Box 218, St-Pierre-Jolys, MB ROA 1V0
